11. Remarks
KOSEN-KMITL was established under King Mongkut's University of
Technology Ladkrabang, which is one of the top universities in Thailand in
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May 2019. KOSEN-KMITL utilizes the system of Japanese KOSEN
Education and offers a 5-year program for junior high school graduates. This
project has been implemented as a cooperative project between the Japanese
and Thai governments partly funded by Yen-Loan.

Students of KOSEN-KMITL have various opportunities in which Japanese
competency is required such as to transfer to year three of Japanese KOSEN
after finishing year two, to participate in 1-month training at Japanese
KOSEN in year four, and so on. We also expect students to work at a
company in Thailand including a Japanese company after their graduation.
In order to correspond with these events, Japanese language education at
KOSEN-KMITL aims to build students’ Japanese language competency
equivalent to N3 to N2 gradually.

Our students are excellent students who have passed the academic selection
examination. They come from all over Thailand, live in dormitories, and
study hard to achieve their dreams. All classes at the school are conducted in
English. There are very many students who are interested in Japanese culture
and are very active in learning.

In order to achieve the above goals, the Japanese teaching team is currently
working on streamlining various tasks. Google Classroom and Google Forms
are being actively utilized to reduce simple administrative tasks and increase
the time spent with students. KOSEN-KMITL is a new school, and we are
looking for applicants who are interested in using IT to improve our
operations and who can relate to students in a positive manner.
